- The following touch gestures listed below in [1] thru [4] may switch off other touch
gestures functions. Suggestions are provided to use switched off touch gestures
[1] When the checkbox for “Spread with thumb and three fingers (show desktop)” is
set to ‘off’ , you cannot use the touch gesture function to (close Launchpad).
To (close Launchpad), you can tap any area of the screen besides the icon
[2] When the checkbox for “Pinch with thumb and three fingers (open Launchpad)” is set
to ‘off’ , you cannot use the touch gesture function to (close the desktop).

— In case of PN-L501C, PN-50TC1, PN-L401C and PN-40TC1, set the eraser function of touch
display to “OFF” .
